Robotics will impact our lives in a number 

of areas including autonomous passenger vehicles and transportation, deep sea and outer space exploration, 

manufacturing, mining, defense and law enforcement, disaster response/recovery, future health care systems, and 

more. Perception, reasoning, and actuation are key pillars alongside trustworthiness, ethics, and increasing potential 

for robot learning.
